Intent 

We aim for Gig Mill children to be curious and enthusiastic about the past and to have the skills required to explore their own interests in every area of 
History, such as asking perceptive questions, think critically, weigh evidence, sift arguments, and develop perspective and judgement.

Children should be able to make 
links between historical events and be able to compare and contrast concurrent world event, using chronology to explore cause and effect and come to 
their own conclusions.
