Dear Parents and Carers, 

As we approach the end of June in school, there is still lots to fit in before the end of the school year. 
I’m sure many of you have had to make changes to plans for your summer plans, and so it is for us in 
school as we continue with this time of lockdown and restrictions.  

Covid continues to be a concern and currently the Local Authority and Public Health are urging us to 
maintain all the protective measures which have served us well in school so far. In my last letter to you 
I explained that transition arrangements for our Year 6 had been cancelled in person, but I know that 
through the alternative virtual arrangements, children will be supported at this important transition time.  

This unfortunately is also going to be the case for some of our usual summer term activities which bring 
our school community together, as they will not be able to go ahead in the way that we would all love. 
It will be another different end to the school year, and there will be events that will either not happen or 
will take place in a different way. With the rise in the transmission of the Delta variant, and several 
school closures across the borough, like many other local schools we will continue with events for the 
children during the school day, however these activities will take place 'behind closed doors'. We have 
looked thoroughly into all of the options available to us, but we feel on balance, that we cannot easily 
welcome the large numbers of adults on to the school site and keep everyone safe, based on the 
extension to the restrictions that are in place. I am so sorry to have to inform you that we will not be 
able to invite parents and carers onto the school site to watch Sports Days. 
We know how disappointing this is for everyone, we all look forward to the time we can be together 
safely and in the meantime we appreciate your ongoing support. 
 
Just for next week - there will be a change in PE days so that children can take part in sports 
activities – this will be a change to some year groups PE day
